You will 
receive your teamӚs pizzas once you have completed and turned in the 
scoresheet that is in your captainӚs packet. Water should be available at 
the water stations scattered around the site all weekend. If any station is 
out of water, ÿ ag down a tournament ofþ cial and weӚll þ x it asap.

A trainer is available all weekend, as are pay-by-the-minute massage 
therapists. In addition, concessions will be available near the bathrooms 
around lunch on Saturday and all afternoon on Sunday, and tourney 
schwag (discs courtesy of Discraft and T-shirts and jerseys courtesy of 
VC Ultimate) will be available for sale all weekend at tourney central. We 
accept cash, check, and Visa/Mastercard.
