· Nomination from an adult GRU community member

· Current Ultimate player and intent to play in college (local league, intramural or team-based)

· Extracurricular, community and volunteer activities

· Strong “spirit of the game”

Application Process, Applicant must submit the following items:

· Completed application form (must be typed)

· Letter of application addressed to the Scholarship Committee.  The letter should contain a brief explanation of career goals and biographical (background) information, including ultimate frisbee background and future plans.  

· A letter or nomination from a member of the GRU community with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.

· Most recent high school transcript with cumulative grade point average and a class           standing/rank.

· Personal Essay.  In your essay, please answer the question below.
